/PRNewswirel -- More than 250 delegates
from every Teamster local in New York
state, representing all three Joint Councils,
voted unanimously to endorse Eliot Spitzer
for Governor and Andrew Cuomo for
Attorney General. This marks the first time
the Teamsters Union in New York has
issued statewide endorsement of political
candidates.

George, New York to lay the groundwaork for
the formation of a state conference.
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power that we have never tapped before,”
said John Bulgaro, President of Joint
Council 18 in Albany, New York. “We can
accomplish positive goals in both
organizing and political action with this new
unity. This is the first step toward growing
Teamster power across the state.”

The meeting, which began on July 25th,
was highlighted by speeches from Attorney
General Spitzer and Cuomeo, former
Secretary of Housing and Urban
Development in the Clinton Administration.

“These are outstanding candidates that
have stood by organized labor throughout
their careers,” said Gary Labarbara,
President of Joint Council 16 in New York
City and Long Island. “If we are to
strengthen labor, we must elect candidates
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like Eliot Spitzer and Andrew Cuomo.”

The delegates also discussed the future of

labor in the state and the strategies that
must be enacted in both the political arena
and in the field to organize workers. These
goals will be attacked with a united
front."We are at a crossroad in our unions
history here in New York”, said Ron G
Lucas, President of Joint Council 46 in
Buffalo. New York.
“We could have chosen to remain with the
statis quo, but we realize that the true
power lies in unity and solidarity. We must
stand shoulder to shoulder in the difficult
time for labor--we must be strong to win.”

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1. What are generic drugs?

A generic drug is a copy (bio-equivalent) that is the same as a brand-name drug in dosage, safety, strength, how
it is taken, quality, performance and intended use.

2. Are generic drugs as safe as brand-name drugs?

Yes. FDA requires that all drugs be safe and effective. Since generics use the same active ingredients and are
shown to work in the same exact way in the body, they have the same risks and benefits as their brand-name
counterparts.

3. Are generic drugs as strong as brand-name drugs?

Yes, FDA requires generic drugs to have the same quality,strength, purity, and stability as brand-name drugs.
